Shenzhen, at thirtv-five vears old, is in its prime; Yantian ort, at thirty vears

old, 15 in its youthful maturity
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Bygone [havs - Times in Passion

That was spring in 1985, Yantian, the deserted and obscure fishing
village located by Dapeng Bay, was wolen up by China's reform and
opening-up.

Yantan Port boasts natural gecpraphical advantages, on a par with
any international port in the world nowadays. Dapeng Bay covers 250
sguare kilometers and its water-depth ranges from 14 meters o 21
meters, ¥ithout silt and deep-ocean currents, it is considered a
favorable shelter for ships from the wind. In possession of a 6.7-
kilometer coastline for building deep-water berths and a 17.96-square-
kilometer area for constructing supporting faclivies, Yantian Port 15 an
ideal location to develop container terminals.

Based on the circumstances at the time, CPC Shenzhen Municipal
Committee and Shenzhen Municipal Gowvernment  proposed a
torveard-looking vision: turning Yantian Port into a world-class port, A
group of enthusiastic pioneers then came to the deserted and mocky
Dapeng Bay, longing for the establishment of a large port in East
China; engineers undertook site inspection and commenced their hard
but persistent journcy; construction workers moved mountains and
filled wup scas with strong determination and devotion at the 6-
kilometer coastline from Jiujingkou to Zhengjiaozui of Dapeng Ray
Since then, the construction and development got started and the
deeam set aail

On 24 January 1985, Shenzhen Munidpal Government approved the
establishment of Shenchen Dongpeng Industry Company Limited. In
1994, the company changed its name to Shenzhen Yantian Port
Group Company Limited and took charge of the planning,
construction, operation and management of Yantian Port's six-
kilometer coastline and the land adjacemt to the port. It was
responsible for establishing Yantian internationsl Container Terminals
(YICT) as the transshipment hub, providing port-related senvices and
butlding a satellite city around the port. The husiness scope of the
company included port development and operation, the development
and operation of port-related supporting facilities such as wanchouses,
container raibway manapement as owell as the construction and
operation of port-related tunnels and haghways.

Yantan Port Group kept striving for reform and innovadon. It
divested iwsell of the planned economy and old patterns ol perception
te explore new path of building the port Indeed, it created a
precedent for establishing the port in an entrepreneurial method. It
was unimaginable that an 800-thousand-vuan entity has tarned into a
large group corporation with over 24.2 billion total assers. This large
enterprise iz now focusing on port development, integrated logisties
and  port-related supporting services and it owns eight holding
sompanies, one joint venture and ten joint-stock companies

As onc of the major national projects, Yantian Port has horne high
expectation of hoth leaders from the Central Government and local
governments since it was founded. In 1985, Vice President Wang
Zhen inscribed the company's name in persen. And in 1993, Premier
Li Peng inscribed “South Pearl Yantian Port' for the company, Many
leaders from the CPC have visited Yantian Port, such as Hu Jintao,
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X Jinpang, Wen [iabao, Li Keqiang and so on so forth. They all have
provided abundant support and puidance for the development of
Yantian Port,

Along with the progress of reform, the Pearl River Delta area has
pradually developed into the world's largest manufacturing base by
taking advantage of its unigue location, being adjacent to Hong Kong
and Macau, Shenzhen thus embraced its second wave of reform. For
the development of Yantian Port. this not only provided & sound
market environment but also brought forward precious opportunities.
Through hard work day and night, Yantisn Port enabled related
facilities and equipment to meet the requirements of operation within
onby a few years and won the favor of international investors.

On 5 Getober 1993, the signing ceremony 1o establish YICT was held
at  Beijing's Diaovatai State Guesthouse. Under the contract,
Hutchison Ports Yantan Limited and Shenzhen Dongpeng Industry
Company Limited (now Yantian Pert Group) are o joinly develop
Phases 1 and 11 of Yantian Port. This had been the bggest joint-
venture event ever at the time since Shenzhen Special Bconomic Zone
was established. Premier Li Peng, Yice Premier Zou Jiahua, Minster of
Ministey of Foreign Economic Relations and Trade Wa ¥ and Mr. Lee
ka Shing attended the ceremony President Jiang Zemin met with Mz
Lew Ka Shing at the ceremony.

On 20 Juby 1994, with 2 resonant sound of siren hovering over the
sky, Yantian Port welcomed the inaugural call of the ‘king of container
vessels', the Macesk a’\]g:cirm. It was the very firsc El’ﬁl‘l- {alli.ng at
Yantian Port since the port started operation, And it was the very first
international shipping route calling 2t Yantian.

On 2| November 1995, Yantian Port welcomed the inaupural call of
the 6,000-TEU Maersk Kund. And it became the biggest container
vessel calling at a port in Mainland China at the time.

On 5 June 1999, the 6,600-TEL Maersk Susan called at Yantian Port,
It was the largest container vessel in the world that berthed st a port
in Mainland China at the time, a restament of the world-class
performance of Yantian Pon

On 15 Movember 2012, Yantian Port celebrated the maiden call of
the CMA CGM Marco Pola, the world's largest containership with a
carrying capacity of 16,000 TEU.

I July 2003, the 200-thousand-ton Maersk Me-Kinney Moller with a
carrying capacity of 18,000 TEU made its inaugural call at Yantian
Port, marking Yantian Port became the only port-of-call for the world's
Largest container vessel in southern China.

On 24 January 2014, Yantian Port recebved simultaneouws calls fram
the [8,000-TEL! Marie Maersk and Madison Maersk, two of the
world's largest container vessels. It is very rare to handle two | 8,000-
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TEL vessels calling at one port simultaneousiv

On 14 December 2014, Yantian Pory eelebrated the maiden call of the
CSCL Globe, the world’s largest container vessel with a carrving
capacity of 19,100 TEU, The CSCL Globe measures 400 meters long
and approximately 60 meters wide, with its deck alone covering an
area equivalent to four football pitches. It is the first of the five
19, 100-TEL vessels under the liner's vessel fleet, During the maiden
vovage of the CSCL Globe, approximately 5,000 TEL were handled
at Yantian Port, This was a testament to Yantian Port's position as the
preferred port-of-call for mega-vessels and the leading container hub
port linking South China to the rest of the warld,

5o far, all Triple-E vessels have already called at Yantian Fort. With its
17 4-meter water-depth alongside, 16 deep-water container berths,
sdvanced terminal facilities and excellent handling capacity, Yantian
Port has now become a preferred port-of-call for mega-vessels.
Currently, approximately 95% of the world's mega-vessels with a
carrying capacity in excess of 10,000 TEL call ar ¥YICT on a regular
hasis. The extensive service network links it to major pores globally,
which further enhances its world-class position.

Accomplishment - Glory of the Blue Por

Thirty years have passed away in the blink of an eye,

Supported by multinational port enterprises which are well known for
their first-rate capital, management and operation, Yantian Port has
been rapidly developing and has achicved high performance by
tocusing on business divisions such as port investrment, logistics, port
services, port-related industries and information platform

In Movember 2001, Yantian Port Group and Hutchison Port Holdings
have cooperated again on the construction of Phase I of Yantian
Port. By the end of 2004, 9 container berths and 4 berths for peneral
purpase hwve been built. Water-depth alongside reached 16 meters
and there were only small waves without silt. The arm of quay cranes
wis a8 long as 65 meters. And the average handling efficdency of quay
cranes already topped 3% moves per hour, & world-class level.

The vear 2004 was another turning point for Yantizn Port as the State
Council approved s 0.96-square-kilometer coverage for the Port-Zone
Interaction policy. Taxes under the Port-Zone Interaction policy,
advantageous Customs policies, Mol shipping network across the
nation and terminal handling efficiency had hugely facilitated Yantian
Port to grow inte a global sourcing and distribution cencer and a hub
for container transshipment in South China, In the meantime,
working with the LS piant ProLogis Inc, a leading provider of
logistics facilities and services to co-found the international logistics
park, as well as introducing certain reputable logistics companies like
Livou and Kerry EAS Logistics, all prompted the fast development of
Yantian Port’s supporting logistics industry

On 8 Movember 2005, the Expansion Project of Yantian Port officialby
commenced, implving the further implementation of Shenzhen's

Kong had entered into a new stage and that the sustainable
development strategy of Yantian Port had been strengthened. In the
same year, Yantian Port was awarded the ‘Best Global Container Port
of the Year'

million TEL!, establishing a historical milestone along the path of

In Aupust 2010, the extension of No.3 berth and the construction of
Mo.4 berth in the West Port of Yantan Port were kicked off, This was
one of the sixtv major projects starting simultancously for the purpose
of making a tribute to the 30th anniversary of the establishment of
Shenzhen Special Economic Zone,

On 8 January 2013, Yantian Port handled s 100 milionth TELU,
This was a record achieved within a mere 185 years, representing
another milestone in the Port's history, After the financial erisis, the
ttal throughput of the Group's port sector reached 12,929 million
TEU in 2014, With the continuous improvement of core
competitiveness, the container throughput of Shenzhen Port outraced
Hong Kong Port and became No.3 in the world.

By April 2014, over 40 notable shipping lines have provided scrvices
at Yantian Port. There were nearty 100 international shipping mutes
linking to the ports worldwide. By providing one-stop services
including domestic feeder services, container rail, tractor services and
wun,:hm:l.ﬁing services, Yantian Port has become one of the ports with
the largest amount of OCEAN-going container vessel services and the
most comprehensive services in Mainland China: By the end of 2014,
with total assets and net assets amounting to 25469 billion yuan and
16422 billion yoan respectively, Yantian Port Group has taken the
shape of a large corporate group focusing on port construction
investment, integrated logistics and port-relzted supporting services

On 5 November 2010, Shenzhen State-owned Assets Management
Bureau stated that their stock ownership of Da Chan Bay Port was
given pratis o Yantian Port Group, The reorganizaton of port
resources of Shenzhen intrigued the beginning of the Group's second
undertaking. In 2003, the annual throughput of Da Chan Bay
Terminal Omne was up 73% on a year-on-vear basis, breaking the
record of 1 million TEUL At that point, the Da Chan Bav Customs
had only commenced its operation for over a veat,

With an increasing deployment of mega-vessels and the reshape of the
world’s  shipping industry have presented both  challenpes and
opportunitics to Yantian Port. The construction of the castern
operation zone of Yantian Port's East Port has been expedited for the
purpose of building China’s first port-of-call for 200-thousand-ton
container vessels.

In July 2013, Phase 1 of Cuanwan Coal Terminal of Huizhou Port
officially commeneed.
